Sunday Gospel Reflection

A friend invited me to an invitation-only wine-tast-
ing event. There were over two hundred varieties
of wine. Having no idea how to approach such a &%
massive selection, | wandered aimlessly among s
the tables, sipping this and that. At the end of the L
evening my friend asked if | had tried some of the
exceptionally expensive wines. | hadn’t. “The really
good stuff disappears first,” he said. “My man, you
missed out on some amazing vino.” | was so disap-
pointed. | wasted my chance for amazing once-in-
a-lifetime wine. The wine | tasted was, well, blah.

Don't we often feel a similar disappointment in

life? | missed this or that opportunity. If only | had known.
Optimism sputters and fades. The glory days are gone.
The chances, it seems, for the really great things in life
come and go so quickly. Then they are gone forever. The
good stuff goes first. Then life is just blah.

Not so with the Lord Jesus. In Jesus’ miracle at the wed-
ding at Cana, the steward of the feast says, “Everyone
serves good wine first, and then...an inferior one” (John
2:10). That's the natural downward progression of life.
The good stuff disappears quickly. But he says of the
groom (who symbolizes Jesus), “But you have kept the
good wine until now.” This is the ever-improving trajec-
tory of the realm of God’s grace. With Jesus, the “good
wine” of divine love, hope and peace gets better as our
journey of faith progresses. Where are your greatest dis-
appointments? Don't give in to the lie that the really good
stuff is gone. Tell Jesus you've run out. Then learn how
to taste that amazingly good wine, because he saves the
best until now. — Father John Muir ©LPi

‘Called to be instruments’ in the
California wildfires

Archbishop José Gomez

My brothers and sisters. These are difficult and
challenging days for our city and county and our
local Church. As we pray, the wildfires keep burning
around us and, as we know, the damage continues
to be devastating. Thousands of our neighbors have
lost everything: their homes and livelihoods, their
parishes and schools, and their communities.

We are reminded today how precious every life is, and how fragile. We are reminded also that we are brothers and
sisters, that each of us — we all belong to the family in God. In times like this, we can be tempted to question God'’s
love for us, to wonder where he is while good people are suffering.

Why does God let evil things happen? Why does he allow natural disasters like wildfires and hurricanes, and
earthquakes and floods? There is no easy answer. But that doesn’t mean that there are no answers.

We hear the answer in the Gospel today. Let us listen again to the words of Jesus: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me,
because he has anointed me to bring glad tidings to the poor ... to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of sight
to the blind; to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord.”

Jesus comes into the world, as we know, to bring good news, to bring the glad tidings of God'’s love. He comes into our
world as the love of God made manifest, as the love of God in human flesh. Jesus told us that there is not a sparrow
that falls from the sky that God does not know about and care about. And then he reminds us: You are worth more
than many sparrows.

Brothers and sisters, you are loved by God, so much so that he gave his only Son for us. You are worth the price of
God'’s own Son.

In times like this, we need to remember this beautiful truth. We don’t know why these disasters happen. But we do
know that Our Father holds this world, and each of our lives, in his loving hands. And we do know that everything he
does, he does out of love for us, and for our salvation. It is not an easy answer, but it is the truth. Because God has
loved us first, we can love as we have been loved, and we can love as he has loved us.

So my brothers and sisters, love is what is asked of us in this moment — in this challenging moment. As St. John tells
us today: “Whoever loves God must also love his brother.”

In this moment, God is calling each of us to be the instruments through which he shows his love and compassion and
care to those who are suffering. We must be the ones who bring comfort to our neighbors in this time of disaster. And
we must be the ones also who stand by their side and help them to rebuild and go forward with courage and faith and
hope in God. Let us pray for them.

Let us also pray for our firefighters and first responders. Let us feel first that love of God for each of us, then the call
to love our brothers and sisters who are suffering in a very special way during this time. Let’s renew our commitment
in this holy Eucharist. Let us always feel the love of God in our lives and help other people to feel the love of God and
also feel our love for each one of them, especially now when they are suffering. And may our Blessed Mother Mary,
the Queen of Angels, be a mother to all us. ©AngelusNews

Dias Santos

Pregunta: ;Por qué algunas di6-
cesis trasladan los dias santos, o
ni siquiera los celebran? ;No hace
todo el mundo lo mismo?

Respuesta: La respuesta corta es
no, no todo el mundo hace lo mis-
mo. Aunque la iglesia es universal,
hay muchas costumbres locales y
santos que cada pais, a veces solo
una region, honrara. Por ejemplo,
los dias festivos y los dias patro-
nales pueden no ser dias festivos
importantes en el calendario uni-
versal de la iglesia, pero se celebran como tales en un solo lugar. Los dias
santos de precepto son de la misma manera. La Conferencia de Obispos
Catélicos de los Estados Unidos tiene cierta discrecion en la eleccion de
los dias que mejor reflejan la experiencia y la historia de la iglesia local.

Con un clero limitado, o una gran dificultad para que la gente llegue a
Misa, el dia de la fiesta puede trasladarse a un domingo. El razonamien-
to es que, si una fiesta significativa debe ser parte de la celebracién de
la iglesia, entonces es mejor hacerlo en un domingo cuando la gente y el
clero estén disponibles, en lugar de tratar de encajarla en un dia en que
uno o ambos no puedan estar alli.

La Navidad y la Inmaculada Concepcion se observan siempre como dias
de precepto. En los Estados Unidos celebramos seis dias santos de pre-
cepto. También hay otros dias especiales y se clasifican, por orden de
importancia, como solemnidad, fiesta, memorial y memorial opcional.
