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Sunday Gospel Reflection

Sin isn't given its due these days. Downplaying sin is
dangerous. But there is also another spiritual misstep in
which we make way too big a deal out of sin. It happens,
for example, when we persistently wonder if our confessed
sins are “really” forgiven, or suspiciously ponder what God
“really” thinks about us, behind His merciful face. Or when
someone returns to Church, and we question whether his
or her conversion was genuine. Or when we commit some
sin and put on a sad face for days, thinking, “Maybe my
sins are too great for God to deal with." God save us from
that attitude!

Well, he does just that, this week, in the raising of Jairus’
daughter. The dead twelve-year-old’s house is filled with
a spirit of excessive moaning and groaning, tumultuous
weeping and wailing. They even laugh at Jesus in a
mocking tone. It's shocking how easy it is for him to raise
the dead child. It is equivalent to gently waking a kid from
a light nap. And then he sends her off to get some lunch.
No big whoop. The overactive drama is actually part of the
problem, and removing it is a key part of the miracle.

Friends, sin can and does kill, but Jesus is always ready
and able to raise us back to life, often without much
hullabaloo. His ease of forgiving should never be a pretext
for presumption, minimizing sin, or taking lightly the cost
he pays for our sins on the cross. But for God's sake, we
often need Jesus to put out the weepers and wailers. He's
the Lord. And remember, the girl is not dead, she’s just
sleeping. — Father John Muir ©LPi

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¢Por qué hacemos eso?

Pregunta: En el mundo digital actual, ;realmente necesitamos estar
cara a cara con un sacerdote para confesar nuestros pecados? ;Se
permitiria alguna vez Facetime o Zoom?

Respuesta: La cuestion de si los catdélicos pueden o no celebrar el
Sacramento de la Reconciliacion virtualmente (a través de las redes
sociales, por teléfono o de alguna otra manera) es una cuestion que
en realidad ha existido durante varios anos. La reciente pandemia
de COVID-19 volvié a plantear la cuestién de una manera nueva,
especialmente porque muchas parroquias se vieron obligadas a
introducir una especie de confesion “socialmente distanciada,” celebrando el sacramento al aire libre.

Sin embargo, al reflexionar sobre esta cuestion, hay un par de puntos que queremos tener en cuenta. En primer lugar,
como observa el Cddigo de Derecho Candnico en diferentes lugares, los fieles tienen derecho a los sacramentos de
la Iglesia y los ministros de la Iglesia tienen la responsabilidad de hacerlos accesibles. Al mismo tiempo, sin embargo,
siempre debemos estar seguros de respetar la naturaleza de los sacramentos mismos.

Aunque las formas modernas de tecnologia y comunicacién pueden ayudarnos en nuestra labor de catequesis
evangelizadora, el Pontificio Consejo para la Comunicacion Social nos ha recordado que “la realidad virtual no sustituye
la Presencia Real de Cristo en la Eucaristia, la realidad sacramental de otros sacramentos y la adoraciéon compartida en
una comunidad humana de carne y hueso. No hay sacramentos en Internet” (La Iglesia e Internet, n. 9).

Aunqgue nuestros encuentros con otros en Internet y a través de las redes sociales pueden considerarse “reales”
en cierto sentido, en los sacramentos encontramos a Cristo de una manera personal y eclesial. Nunca es sélo una
experiencia privada, sino que siempre esta basada en la vida de la Iglesia y esto significa que debe ser verdaderamente
personal, incluido el contacto entre el confesor y el penitente. Si bien la conveniencia o facilidad de las celebraciones
en linea pueden resultar atractivas por muchas razones, en el fondo siempre queremos tener presente la plenitud de
la tradicion de la Iglesia y el significado de los sacramentos. ©LPi

Dignitas Infinita
A reflection from Archbishop José Gomez

| have been reading and reflecting on Dignitas Infinita (“Infinite Dignity”), the declaration on human dignity published
last month by the Vatican’s Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith. It is an important restatement of the Catholic
vision for the human person, and it comes at a time when there is widespread confusion about where human dignity
and rights come from, and even what it means to be human. It's telling that this new document is dated April 2, which
is the anniversary of the death of the great St. Pope John Paul Il.

Throughout his long pontificate, John Paul reminded us that our societies in the West are founded on the Jewish
and Christian understanding of the human person. He would often quote those stirring words of the Second Vatican
Council: “Christ the Lord ... fully reveals man to man himself and makes his supreme calling clear.” From the Jewish
people, we inherit the revelation that all creation is God’s handiwork, that the human being is created in God’s image,
with a body and a soul, and called to walk with God, forming families and being fruitful, caring for creation and loving
goodness and doing justice. In the story of the Jewish people’s exodus out of Egypt, God reveals that his name is
mercy, that he hears the cry of the poor, and that he has created the human person to worship him in freedom. In
Jesus Christ, this God enters into human history and takes on human flesh, sharing in our humanity in order to show
us both the human face of God and the true “face” of our humanity. In Jesus we come to understand that we are more
than mere creatures. We are God'’s children, his sons and daughters, and he loves each of us so much that his Son was
willing to give his own life to save us from sin and death. What runs like a bright line through our biblical inheritance is
the greatness to the human person in God'’s plan for creation. As one of the saints said, “The glory of God is the human
being fully alive!” All of the great achievements of the West — in science and technology, in medicine, in the arts and
architecture; all our beliefs about charity, empathy, compassion, and social justice — are the fruits of the Incarnation
and the glorious truth it reveals about human nature and human destiny.

We can forget that before the appearance of Jews and Christians, the world had never heard the good news of God’s
love, or the truth that human life is sacred and endowed by the Creator with dignity and rights. Values and concepts
that we take for granted are all rooted in this vision that we have inherited from the Bible — our belief that people
have the right to food, shelter, health care, and work; to be free from violence and coercion; our presumptions that
human beings are born equal, that society has the duty to care for the weak and vulnerable. As our societies become
more secularized, and more guided by a materialist and technocratic understanding of the world, we risk forgetting
God and the true meaning of human life.

Dignitas Infinita identifies many “grave violations” of human dignity already growing in the world today: abortion,
euthanasia, the death penalty; poverty and war; the plight of migrants; human trafficking; violence against women,
discrimination against the disabled; the practice of surrogate motherhood and gender theory; “new forms of violence
... spreading through social media.”

In confronting these challenges, the Church must continue to defend every human life as sacred, regardless of its
condition, from conception to natural death. We need to insist that human dignity and rights are transcendent, that
they come from God and not from governments. Only this truth guarantees the greatness and freedom of the human
person. Only this truth guarantees that our rights do not become arbitrary, something to be granted or taken away
at the whim of those in power.

It's also important that we hand on to our young people the sense of excitement and joy that comes with knowing
that our lives are a beautiful gift from our Creator. We are called to a friendship with Jesus that gives our lives their
true purpose and direction: following in his footsteps, being transformed in his likeness through the Eucharist and the
sacraments, striving together as brothers and sisters to reach our destination, which is communion with God in love
for all eternity. This is the promise of our infinite dignity. We should rejoice in this every day and share our joy with
others. Pray for me and | will pray for you. And let us ask our Blessed Mother Mary to bring a new awareness that we
are all children of God, made with infinite dignity and bound for glory. ©Angelus
