Sunday Gospel Reflection

As a priest, I'm amazed how happily married couples remember the tiniest details of their earliest encounters. They
effortlessly report things like: “he wore a blue shirt,” “we ordered brussels sprouts,” “her hair was up in a bun,” and
“he spilled shrimp cocktail sauce at my family’s open front door when it was ten degrees below zero,” (that one’s
courtesy of my mom). We delight in remembering and speaking of when our new life of love began. The little details

are glorious reminders that it's all real.

It's similar for John the Apostle. He tells us of the two disciples who followed Jesus into his house, “..they stayed
with him that day. It was about four o’clock in the afternoon.” Why does that tiny detail matter? Because that’s the
time of day when they encountered the love of Jesus the Messiah in their lives. Our religion is not primarily about
abstract truths about God, no matter how true or sublime. It is about God meeting and saving us in our human
nature. It's about a human relationship.

What was the time of day when you first recall encountering
Christ and his Church? Who was there? What did you feel?
How did things look and smell? What happened? Take some
time to recall it in detail. For me, it was inside an old, rickety
church on a hillside in Jerome, Arizona. It was about 9 p. m. on a
Saturday evening. | was with my friends Jenny, Brad, and Laura.
We were praying, singing, and laughing. When was it for you?
Remembering the details isn’'t empty nostalgia. It reminds us now
that God’s love for us in our humanity is real. — Father John Muir

Why do we do that?

Changes to Mass
Question: Why do we make changes in the Mass? Some
seem so small and unimportant. Are they really necessary?

Answer: The celebration of the Eucharist is at the heart
of our identity as Catholics. Our purpose as a Church
community revolves around the Eucharist. Everything we
are and everything we do is measured not only by how well
we celebrate, but also by how well we live the sacrament.
If that is so, then we as a community will always strive to
celebrate the Mass as best we can. The reasons for some
changes might seem more obvious than others, but there is
a reason behind each one.

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal is the
introduction to the Missal that contains all the prayers for
the celebration of the Mass. The Order of Mass we use now
was issued in 1975 and, as often happens over the course of
years, some questions have come up about the proper way
of doing some things and whether or not other practices are

St. Clare of Assisi

St. Clare of Assisi, (1194-1253), was born into a wealthy,
politically influential, Catholic family in Assisi, Italy. When she
was 12, her family decided she should marry. She begged them
to allow her to wait until she was 18 and they eventually agreed.

As a teen, Clare learned of a priest named Francis (St. Francis
of Assisi). After hearing him preach, she decided that her calling
was to “live for the Gospel.” She admired how Francis lived — in
poverty, community, and service to the poor. After receiving
permission from the bishop of Assisi, she left her family join
Francis and his followers. Once with them, Clare left her fancy
life behind, donning a plain robe, simple veil, and cutting her
hair short, a symbol of her desire to reject marriage and live a
religious life.

Studying early on with the Benedictines, she was joined by her
sister. Fearing for their safety from Clare’s family who were
determined that the daughters return, Francis and his followers
built a home for them next to a church they restored, San
Damiano, for their protection. While there, Clare and Francis
established the Order of the Poor Ladies of San Damiano.

Daily Mass, adoration, and the Eucharist were integral to
the lives of Clare’s Poor Ladies. The growing community’s
radical devotion to strict poverty set them apart from other
congregations. Following her order’s eventual approval by the
Pope, she wrote the order’s Rule of Life based on the teachings
of St. Francis — the first monastic rule known to be written by a
woman. After St. Clare died, the Poor Ladies were renamed the
Order of St. Clare or, the Poor Clares, in her honor. She passed
away at the age of 59, one day after her Rule was approved. St.
Clare, pray for us! ©LPi

Sta. Clara

Santa Clara de Asis (1194-1253) nacié en Asis,
Italia, de una familia catdlica, adinerada, influyente
politicamente. A la edad de 12 afios, su familia
decidi6 que ella deberia contraer matrimonio,
pero ella les suplicé que le permitieran esperar
hasta que alcanzara los 18 afios, lo que ellos
eventualmente aceptaron.

Clara, siendo una adolescente, supo de la
existencia de un sacerdote llamado Francisco
(San Francisco de Asis). Después de escucharlo
predicar, ella decidié que su llamado era “vivir
para el Evangelio”. Ella admiraba la forma de vida
de Francisco- en pobreza, comunidad y servicio
a los pobres. Con el permiso del Obispo de Asis,
Clara dejo su familia para unirse a Francisco y sus
seguidores. Una vez con ellos, Clara dejé atras
su vida extravagante, vistiendo una bata y velo
sencillos, se cortd totalmente el cabello como un
simbolo de su deseo de rechazar el matrimonio y
vivir una vida religiosa.

Clara inicié sus estudios con los benedictinos y su
hermana se unié a ellos. Francisco y sus seguidores,
temiendo por la seguridad de ellas- dado que
la familia estaba decidida a que las hermanas
regresaran- les construyeron para su proteccion
una casa cercana a la Iglesia San Damian, la cual
ellos habian restaurado. Desde esa casa, Clara y
Francisco fundaron la Orden de las Damas Pobres
de San Damian.

LaMisadiaria,laadoraciénylaEucaristiaeran
esenciales en la vida de las Damas Pobres
Clarisas. La devocién radical a la pobreza
extrema, propia de la comunidad creciente,
las separ6 de otras congregaciones.
Posterior a la aprobacion papal de su orden,
Clara escribi6 la Regla de Vida de la Orden,
basada en las ensefianzas de San Francisco-
siendo la primera regla monastica conocida
que fuese escrita por una mujer.

Después de la muerte de Santa Clara, las
Damas Pobres fueron renombradas Ila
Orden de Santa Clara, o las Clarisas Pobres,
en su honor. Clara murié a los 59 anos, un
dia después de la aprobacién de su Regla.

How to actively listen to abuse disclosures

Disclosing abuse is one of the hardest — and most
important — steps for a victim to take. If a child
chooses to tell you about abuse, make sure you are
actively listening. Give the child all of your attention
and listen calmly, without making judgements or
assumptions. Listen patiently without filling in the
blanks or making suggestions. The best thing is for
the child to tell his or her own story. Ask limited
questions, and only for information needed to
report abuse.
